Wildflowers of grassland and meadow will grow well in full sun and dry conditions. For a
sunny, exposed border, meadow, or even patio pots in full sun, here are a few wildflower

suggestions which will continue to flower across the Summer months:
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It is best to plant small numbers of sun loving plants in the Summer so they
can be watered well in the initial stages.
Water both before planting and after - preferably in the morning.
